	1. Educational goal

Educating and training students in the field of the production of fruit and vine planting material.


	2. Educational outcomes

Creating professionals with academic education who will have comprehensive knowledge which they will be able to professionally and practically apply in planting material production.


	3. Course content

Theoretical classes:
Fruit growing: Fruit tree nursery. Nursery location.  Nursery parts and establishing particular parts. Characteristics of rootstocks of various fruit species. Fruit grafting. Mutual influence of a rootstock and a grafted cultivar, scion supply. Methods for fruit grafting. Production of walnut nursery stock. Production of pear nursery stock incompatible with quince. Production of Turkey hazel nursery stock. Nurturing grafted plants. Taking out and sorting of nursery stock. Heeling in nursery stock. Packaging and transport of nursery stock.

Viticulture:  A mother-vine rootstock nursery plots. Nurturing a young mother-vine nursery plots. Works in a mother plantation in the period of cutting production.  A mother-vine nursery plots of scion varieties. Cutting and storage of cuttings in the dormant period. Interior grafting, time of grafting, cutting preparation, and grafting technique. Stratification of grafted plants. Planting of grafted plants in nursery plots for rooting and nurturing of grafted plants. Taking out, sorting, and storage of grafted plants.

Practical classes:

Fruit growing: Recognition of fruit rootstocks. Fruit grafting. Preparation of grafting wax. Selecting fruit trees for mother plantations aimed at scion production. Selecting fruit trees for generative rootstock production. Examination of germination ability of fruit seeds.

Viticulture: Vine shoot removal, tying and removal of laterals in a mother-vine plots of vine rootstocks. Removal of canes and preparation of standard cuttings. Preparation of cuttings for grafting. Demonstration of different grafting methods. Demonstration of stratification method and planting of grafted plants at nursery rooting plots. Sorting and packaging of grafted plants.

	4. Teaching methods

Theoretical classes are conducted in faculty classrooms. All lectures are computerized and presented. Practical classes are conducted in a laboratory where materials are prepared, and at the experimental fields of the Faculty of Agriculture in Rimski Sancevi and Sremski Karlovci.
