Harvesting and storage of crops of different fruit species. Appendices required for the project.
Vineyard design: Research papers, Investment structure, Technological process of planting a vineyard, Technological process of regular production, Procurement of mechanical equipment, Resources needed for raising a vineyard during the first three years, Costs of planning a project and engineering, Appendices (charts).
Practical classes:

Taking soil specimens, analyzing and explaining the results of the chemical analysis of soil, calculation of required fertilizers according to chemical analysis, drawing tables of average meteorological indicators and their analysis, drawing plans of parceling and cultivar arrangement, parceling. 

	4. Teaching methods

Classes are conducted in classrooms at the Faculty of Agriculture and at the experimental fields in Sremski Karlovci and Rimski Sancevi, with the use of modern techniques. Practical classes are conducted in classrooms for practical teaching and at experimental fields.
